Our four local
government high schools
participated in the debate
held over two days at
the Cessnock Performing
Arts Centre and the skill
demonstrated by all
teams astounded all the
adults in the audiences.

During the heats, the
Year 9 and 10 students
spoke to topics which
were relevant to their
lives - the school leaving
age being raised to 17
years is great, and the
Hunter would be a better
place because of Gen Y.

The final debate held
on 28 July saw Cessnock
and Kurri  Kurri High
debating teams argue the
topic, that the age to get
a driving licence should
be 21 years.

Quite apart from
the public speaking skills
shown by all speakers,
the research and the
mounting of arguments
belied the students’ ages.

Residents of Cessnock
LGA now have free access
to Power Usage Meters so
they can calculate how much
energy each appliancein their
house actually consumes.

By better understanding
energy consumption
residents can learn to make
simple changes potentially
saving several hundred
dollars a year and tonnes of
greenhouse gas emissions.

Kits include a Power Usage
Meter, which calculates the
power consumed by each
appliance and a booklet
containing advice and tips
on how to make simple
changes in behaviour, which
will save money and help
the environment.

before you park

Parking on footpaths and
in or across driveways

You cannot park on a nature strip, even if two
wheels are on the road and whether or not there
is a footpath or kerb and guttering. This is for
pedestrian access safety. Penalty $86.00

You cannot park on the road blocking a driveway
or on the driveway (even your own) outside the

property boundary. This is for pedestrian safety.

Penalty $86.00

Parking parallel to road side

When you parallel park, you must park your
vehicle pointing in the same direction as the
flow of traffic closest to your vehicle. This is
for traffic flow safety.

Penalty $143.00

Parking on the footpath/footway

Under the Australian Road Rules 2008, a driver
must not stop on a footpath or nature strip
adjacent to a length of road. To do so is an
offence.

Cessnock City Council has adopted a Parking
Policy to address pedestrian safety and the
needs of all footway and road users.

The following policy guideline has been produced
to clarify parking on roads where there is no
kerb and guttering.

1. Motor vehicles must park parallel to the road
in the direction of travel.

2. Vehicles must not Double Park.

3. Sufficient residual footway width must be
provided between the parked vehicle and the
road boundary (front boundary of property) for
footway use. A minimum of three (3) metres
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5. The entire width
of residual footway (full three (3) metres) must be
trafficable for all footway users under all normal
circumstances. This width must not include areas
that cannot be trafficked by footway users.

Double Parking

You cannot stop on a road next to other
parked cars (even if you have your hazard
lights on) unless you are about to park your
vehicle. This is for traffic flow safety.

Penalty $201.00

Disabled Parking

When the wheelchair
logo is on a sign or
on a roadway, only
vehicles displaying a
valid mobility parking
scheme authority
issued by the Roads
and Traffic Authority
may park on a length
of road or in spaces indicated by the sign.
